HAITI —Aftershocks

As you all know, Haiti had a devastating 
earthquake on January 12, 2010 and many 
aftershocks. This has hit very close home for 
the United Methodists, Southeast Jurisdiction 
UMVIM, and the Florida Conference UMVIM 
as 2 colleagues and one UM consultant, who 
were in Port-au-Prince for meetings were 
buried in the rubble of the Hotel Montana. 
Sam Dixon, head of UMCOR (United Meth-
odist Committee on Relief) based in New 
York; Clint Rabb, Head of Volunteers for the 
United Methodist GBGM (General Board on 
Global Ministries) both died as a result of in-
juries. Jim Gilley a United Methodist Consult-
ant survived. The Florida Conference also 
has a Florida-Haiti Covenant and works 
through teams and bishop support to bring 
the Light of Christ and help the plight of the 
people of Haiti. 

Many of you at Covenant UMC have been 
asking how you may help the relief efforts 
and while it is too soon to send or be part of 
an UMVIM team, here is how you can help.  

First, pray for Haiti and for those involved in 
the rescue efforts.  It is our prayer that God's 
hand is on those working recovery, and that 
God's peace is with those who have lost 
loved ones. Please keep Clint & Sam’s fami-
lies in prayer.

and place it before God as an offering.  Embracing

Covenant Gives:  A Horse for Cuba

Last month, our Cuba sister church, Entronque de Manati, 
wrote requesting help with the purchase of a horse. The horse 
will enable our Cuban pastor, Alexis Fernandez, to visit and 
encourage his congregation and the mission churches started 
by Entronque. Why a horse you may ask? In Cuba, buying a 
car is virtually impossible. ����������	
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“Buying a car in Cuba is like one of those Indiana Jones 
adventures: you can end up with a heart attack, or a ten-
year wait. For a long time it was only possible to get a 
car as a part of the distribution based on merit. An out-
standing worker, with thousands of volunteer hours or a 
mission as a soldier to Angola or Ethiopia, might con-
sider himself lucky if he was allowed to acquire a Mosk-
ovich or a Lada. Professionals of the highest rank would 
compete in the universities and study centers for the 
small allocations of automobiles. Meanwhile, govern-
ment officials could aspire to more modern models, 
which would be repaired in the State’s own workshops… 
a selective filter was maintained to get the right to buy 
one of the newcomers, such as a Citroen, Peugeot or Mit-
subishi. The old cars acquired before 1959 can be sold, 
but transferring ownership of the cars obtained for labor 
or ideological qualities is prohibited. The regulations 
ended up stipulating that what was acquired in those 
years of ‘Real Socialism’ is only half owned, non-
transferable and easily confiscated. To this day, although 
some shops display modern all-terrain air-conditioned 
minibuses, no Cuban can order and buy a car simply by 
having the money; they must have a letter of authoriza-
tion in advance, which takes years of paperwork. The 
process includes an exhaustive investigation into the ori-
gins of the funds, along with verification of the ideologi-
cal purity of the buyer.” 

All said, the average Cuban cannot buy a car even if he/she 
could afford one. If you throw being a Christian pastor in the 
mix with ties to the United Methodist church in the U.S., the 
ideological purity of the buyer comes into question. So, when 
presented with this request, Pastor Paul said that he would 
like to ask his Thursday morning Bible Study to take on the 
task of a horse for Cuba.  

As of January 18th, 2010, Covenant has not only covered the 
cost of the $300 needed to send to Cuba for the purchase of 
the horse but have also raised over $4000 (and more is com-
ing in) for Haiti Relief. The people of Covenant never cease to 
amaze me in their generosity to those in need and to mission 
support. Your action is an outstanding reflection of your faith.

As we enter February we also           
begin The Season of Lent which 
starts on Ash Wednesday ( this 
year, Feb. 17th ).   Once again this annual 
“pilgrimage” leads us to the “city of rededica-
tion, surrender, and self- sacrifice.”  The pilgrim-
age leads us back again homeward to the local 
church with the challenge for us to restore    
TOTAL commitment in serving Jesus Christ.   
After  all, we were shaped for serving God!!!
This means we need to accept God's re-
assignment and respond like HIS "honest-to-
goodness" SERVANTS. 

Our world / culture defines “greatness” in terms 
of power, prestige, and position.  Acting like a 
servant, especially the servant of JESUS, is not 
the most popular concept today. Most of our 
ideas were taught to us by the world in which 
we've lived; therefore our ideas will have to be 
radically transformed by the truths that Jesus 
taught. We'll need to remember what it means 
in scripture when it says we MUST be

minds.”   (Romans 12:1 -2)   Add a good dose 
of self-denial and sacrifice and we just might 
START to understand the concept of The                
Kingdom that Jesus was proclaiming. 

Jesus defined “greatness” as knowing and  DO-
ING the Heavenly Father's will” …servanthood 
that's rendered unto HIM as LORD!  The years 
between 1995 and 2009 were FILLED with 
books on the subject of “leadership” in local 
churches... how many notable books were writ-
ten during the same period of time on 
“servanthood” ??

As we begin the new year,                                                      
I would like to focus on                                            
prayer.                                                                    

I have been reading a                                                          
book by Eugene Peterson,                                                
Working the  Angles.  In                                                                   
this book, he says "... prayer is not to be                   
entered into lightly.  When we pray we  are 
using words that bring us into proximity with 
words that break cedars, shake the wilder-
ness, make the oaks whirl, and strip the                      
forests bare (Ps. 29:5-9).   

When we pray we use words that may well 
leave us quivering, soul-shattered, on our 
faces: 'Woe is me!  For I am lost; for I am a 
man of unclean lips...!' (Isa. 6:5).   

When we pray we have a more than average 
chance of ending up in a place that we quite 
definitely never wanted to be, angrily protest-
ing, preferring death to the kind of life that 
God insists on recklessly throwing us into: 'O 
Lord, take my life from me, I beseech thee, for 
it is better for me to die than live' (John. 4:3) 

We want life on our conditions, not on God's 
conditions.  Praying puts us at risk of getting                   
involved in God's conditions.  Praying most 
often doesn't get us what we want but what 
God wants, something quite at variance with 
what we conceive to be in our best interests. 
And when we realize what is going on, it is 
often too late to go back." 
 

Therefore, even knowing that prayer is                   
dangerous, I ask you to join me in focusing           
on prayer for our church, and for our 
lives.  Yes, it may be frightening to enter into 
such prayer, but just think of the possibilities! 
 

May our year be blessed with God's glory, 
hope and interest.
