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One of my “pastor friends” was                  
serving a church just 70 miles south  
of here in  Melbourne. Two members 
of the congregation there were avid 
members of The Audubon Society  
and they had invited him for several 
years to go “birdwatching” with them. 
To the pastor it seemed, that “bird 
watching” would be exceptionally dull 
and boring.  But, to his surprise, it 
turned out to be a fantastic day for 
learning.  The Audubon adventure 
made one of his favorite scriptures 
“come alive” in an entirely new and 
fresh way.My “pastor-friend” learned 
that there are three types of birds 
when it  comes to flight.           
( 1 ) There are birds which MUST keep 
flapping their wings ALL the time or they 
would simply fall out of the air and onto 
the ground: think about how humming-
birds flap their wings incessantly  
( 2 ) There are other birds which flap for a 
distance to gain altitude and then “coast” 
without flapping for awhile; then they 
MUST flap again in order to regain alti-
tude so then can “coast” :picture sparrows 
and finches and how they fly.   
( 3 ) Finally, there are the birds which 
“SOAR” on thermal currents of air who 
rarely flap, if at all.  These birds gain                
altitude by “waiting” and relying on the 
thermal air currents which raises them to 
higher and higher altitudes without ANY 
flapping effort at all on their part. 
 

In Isaiah 40:29-31 it is written: “GOD 
gives strength to the weary and He  
increases the power of the weak. 
Even youths grow tired and weary and 
vigorous young men stumble and fall; 
but those who “WAIT” on The Lord will 
renew their strength. They will SOAR

on wings like eagles; run and not grow 
weary; they will walk and not faint.” 
Most Christians have NOT learned to 
“WAIT” on The Lord and so they con-
tinually “flap” their wings; can you feel 
the breeze in local churches from their 
frenetic flapping? They try hard; and 
then they try harder in “their own” 
strength; and then they become weary 
and sometimes just quit serving Christ 
all together.                                                                                                                        

                                                  

Other believers, flap for awhile and then 
coast; but you can never depend on 
them for they are inconsistent. They 
might be “coasting” just when you'd like 
to utilize their gifts and talents. Even 
God has to "wait" on them!                                                

                                            

More mature believers have learned, 
and continue to learn even more, that 
ONLY GOD can make them “rise higher 
and higher” and so they've learned 
to “WAIT” on The Lord so they can 
have HIS thermal currents underneath 
their wings.

It's the very same thing in Zechariah   
4:6 where it is written: “it's NOT by our 
might, nor by our power, (nor by our 
“flapping”), but by MY Spirit saith The 
Lord!”  And, the Psalm writer wisely 
stated, “My soul “WAITS” upon The 
Lord.” The Psalmist knew that there was 
“another will” that was GREATER than 
his own; GOD'S.  He knew that there 
was “another intelligence” that was far 
wiser than his own; GOD'S.  “WAITING” 
means there is “Another” Whom I trust 
more than myself. "WAITING” looks             
like nothing is being accomplished at 
all. But, "WAITING" on God is a 
“disciplined refusal to act before God 
acts."  After all...

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India Lighthouse Team at our first church 

India Missions Trip  
Summary

I spent this past month half way around               
the world in Bangalore and Chennai, India. 
Through a program at Taylor University 
called Lighthouse, a team of 16 students 
and 2 faculty members were able to partner 
with Youth For Christ, a global organization 
whose purpose is to present the Gospel to 
children, teens, and young adults as well   
as facilitating growth and discipleship. 
                                                      

Our team had a twofold purpose: to use 
school performances to present the gospel 
message and to encourage the YFC staff.  
We used skits, song, choreography, 
preaching, and testimonies to share with 
close to 15,350 students the love that we 
have for Christ and his love for each one               
of them.  We worked closely with the city 
directors for Chennai and Bangalore, the 
YFC worship staff, as well as the head of 
India YFC. It was incredible to see how 
much they were willing to invest in 18 for-
eigners and we had the opportunity to get 
to know them and their families. 

We were blessed to be shielded from the 
majority of the poverty of India: when you 
are accosted with unrefined human suffer-
ing that you cannot do anything about on 
your short mission trip, it is easy to become 
discouraged and burn out. Nevertheless, 
God taught me what it means to be loved 
by God through the example of a few peo-
ple I met through the trip.  There were two 
that stuck out to me specifically. 

The first would be the example of the                  
Jewish woman I met in the YWCA Hostel 
we stayed at.  Her name was Judy and she 
had come to India to pick up Siddharshan.  
Siddharshan was six years old and until 
that night he had lived in an orphanage.  
Blind in one eye and suffering from                        
cataracts in the other, he had never seen.   

They spoke different languages, but when I 
saw how she carried him and how he had 
come to trust her so completely despite the 
inability to understand what was happening 
to him, I was able to more fully understand 
how much God cares for me despite my 
blemishes and failures and my confusion with 
not always grasping the fullness of who God 
is and his plan for my life. 

Undergirding this was the example of the 
trip’s leaders, Dr. and Mrs. Mummert, in the 
process of adopting two Ethiopian boys for  a 
while now and the final pieces are falling into 
place 

I had never understood the point of adopting  
children if you could have your own but after      
a month of talking to them and coming to                
understand the Kingdom of God a little bet-
ter,  the idea of loving the unlovely, providing 
the home that money  cannot buy, and letting 
the unconditional and irrational love that is 
shown through the sacrifice of Jesus to                 
redeem us has caused me to do a paradigm 
shift. 

Seeds were planted through this trip that                
will not become trees any time soon.  I will 
continue to grow in my understanding of God 
and in the plans He has for me.  I want to 
thank everyone who prayed for me and                
supported me in every capacity.  I could not 
have done this without you
