This may at first seem “odd.”  But, just think about it for 
a little while: small children place ENORMOUS trust in 
their parents!  That is all children are able to under-
stand. There is NOTHING else in which they can place 
their trust. Their parents are EVERYTHING to them! 
Small children concern themselves only with “where 
their parents are” and “how close am I to them?”  Small 
children have come to trust implicitly that where their 
parents are they will find that ALL their needs WILL BE 
MET; and that they will be SAFE and SECURE! 
                                                            

This child-like faith gives God such pleasure. When 
you see small children who feel safe, secure, and 
loved; especially those who are also well-disciplined,              
it is such a JOY to behold! These children seem so 
content; so satisfied; so trusting.   
                                                                                          

The sad part of “growing up” is that older children be-
come teenagers and they start to trust their own "peer 
group” MORE than their parents; and, even worse they  
start to trust “their own insight” more than the trusted 
provision and wisdom they have found for years with 
their parents. 
                                                                                            

So it is with us!  Too many times “children of God” 
grow up to be “teenagers in God” ... they trust in them-
selves and in their worldly peers MORE THAN in their 
“Heavenly Father.”  These “teenagers in God” only call 
on their “Father” when they get into some “desperate 
bind” or “helpless jam” and when they realize that their 
“friends can no longer help them out.”  THEN they 
want God, their Heavenly Father, to come and “bail 
them out.”
